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Mere end #baredanmark

Sundheds- og klimahensyn vil pavirke, hvordan vi rejser i fremtiden, ligesom
vores sendrede syn pa naturen vil kreeve nye strategier for, hvordan vi bade bevarer
naturen og abner landskabet op for nye brugere. For vi gjorde det anderledes i ar
- savel Landskabs redaktionsudvalg som flertallet af danskere. Vi valgte at rejse i
Danmark i stedet for i udlandet. Redaktionsudvalget skulle have veret pa biltur til de
omdannede rastoflandskaber i Sydegst-Tyskland. I stedet tog vi bussen rundt i Jylland.
66% af danskerne holdt i sommer deres ferie i Danmark, i 2019 var det 20%. Ifglge
VisitDenmark blev udendgrs oplevelser og aktiviteter prioriteret hgjere end storbys- og
indendgrsaktiviteter. Danskerne ville i hgjere grad end tidligere teet pa naturen og veere
sammen i skoven, pa stranden og ved kysterne.

Mange natursteder af hgj herlighedsveerdi ligger i Danmarks yderomrader.

Med udgangspunkt i de stedsspecifikke potentialer har man igennem de senere

ar gennemfort projekter, der har skabt bedre adgang til en reekke steder og gget
kendskabet til kulturhistorien og naturgrundlaget. Udformningen af skeeringspunkterne
mellem naturen og os, ‘civilisationen’, er centrale for, hvordan vi mgder naturen

og forstar og oplever stederne. Landskab rapporterer i dette nummer fra 13 steder

i det jyske landskab, i et speend fra nationalpark til skulpturpark, fra hgjmose til
solnedgangsplads. Vi spgrger til, hvordan vi kan veerne om vaerdierne i en sarbar natur,
samtidig som vi gger presset og giver flere adgang for at gge livskvalitet og fremme
turisme. Og hvad vil det pa sigt betyde, at der opfgres og anleegges kommercielle
‘naturattraktioner’, der bogstaveligt overskygger andre dele af landskabet og kun er for
dem, der har rad?

Naturen er blevet big business. Der er langt fra Naturstyrelsens rgde treeporte til
Vejle Kommunes udsigtspunkt, der er pd vej i Ngrreskoven. En del af Tirpitz Museums
store succes ma tilskrives det grundleeggende vellykkede greb, at BIG har fusioneret
krigslandskab, klithede og rumforlgb og gjort summen storre end enkeltdelene.

Men kan krydsningen af natur og attraktion risikere at sl& benene vaek under
naturgrundlaget og de bysamfund, der lever af selv samme? Hvilken konsekvens vil
det for eksempel fa pa sigt, hvis miljgministeren, i stedet for at beskytte den yderste
klitreekke ved Fang Bad, dispenserer for naturbeskyttelseslovens bestemmelser om
klitfredning og giver kommunen lov at bygge Lycium, BIG’s port til Vadehavet?

Anders Hougaard kalder det for 'politisk entreprengrisme’ nar tidstypiske liv-
stilsrammer og infrastruktur leegges dominerende ned over natur- og kulturlandskaber,
og argumenterer for, at oplevelsen af stedsand i hgjere grad bgr ligge til grund for
udformningen af nye skaeringspunkter mellem os og naturen. To be continued ...

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More than #justdenmark

Health and climate concerns will affect how we travel in the future, just as our
altered view of nature will call for new strategies for how we can both preserve nature
and open the landscape up to new users. 2020 was a year when we all did things
differently - the editorial team of Landskab as well as most people in Denmark. We chose
to travel in Denmark instead of going abroad. The editorial team had planned a road trip
to south-eastern Germany. Instead, we toured Jutland by bus. In 2020, 66% of the Danish
population spent their summer holidays in Denmark, compared to 19% in 2019.

Many natural sites with a high amenity value are located in Denmark’s marginal
and rural areas. In recent years, projects drawing on site-specific potentials have
improved public access and enhanced awareness of cultural history and natural
resources. The way we design the intersections between nature and ourselves is crucial
for how we encounter nature and perceive places. This issue of Landskab reports from
13 sites in Jutland, ranging from a national park to a sculpture park, from a raised bog
to a sunset viewing spot. We discuss how we can preserve vulnerable natural values
while increasing the pressure and expanding access in order to improve quality of
life and promote tourism. And we debate the likely long-term impact of establishing
commercial ‘natural attractions’ that literally overshadow other parts of the landscape
and are only available to those who can afford the price of admission.

Nature has become big business. It is a long way from the Danish Nature Agency’s
red wooden gates in the historical nature parks to Vejle Municipality’s scenic viewpoint
in the Ngrreskoven wood. And the huge success of the Tirpitz museum must be
attributed in part to BIG’s highly accomplished fusion of war-time landscape, dune
heath and spatial sequences, which has resulted in a solution that is more than the
sum of its constituent parts. But does the combination of nature and attraction risk
overwhelming the natural resources and the local communities that depend on it for
a living? What will be the long-term consequences, for example, if the Minister for the
Environment, rather than protecting the coastal dunes at the Fang Bad beach resort
decides to provide dispensation and allow the municipality to build Lycium, BIG’s
gateway to the Wadden Sea?

Anders Hougaard calls it political entrepreneurship when ‘contemporary lifestyle
conditions and infrastructure come to dominate natural and cultural landscapes’,
arguing that the spirit of place should be given more weight in the design of new
intersections between humanity and nature. To be continued ...
