We first had a quick presentation of each person at the beginning. Then one more turn to present the associations.

Sienna-award 30 years this year – prizemoney about 100 000 SEK. 
Seminariestafetten 8-9 november 2018: on Landscape architecture and time – 30 thoughts about time. Kungträdgården – last year there were plans to build an Apple store inside the park, and it was sent on public hearing. The new government in Stockholm however, discarded the whole plan.
Sweden is co-hosting the WC 2021 together with Kenya. It wil take place simultaneously in Stockholm and Nairobi. The title is: "Virtually everywhere - landscape and the power of the many". Universities such as Harvard are to have virtual and online breakout sessions.  Sweden is also working on a new political architectural design agenda. Sweden has hired a Riksarkitekt: Helena Bjarnegård, a young female landscape architect, former citygardener of Göteborg. This is a new position, she will be an adviser on national level, emplyer is Bovärket. 

MARK Suomen maisema-arkkitehtiliitto ry - www.m-ark.fi
200 members, many of which less than 10 years of experience. 37 student members, 10 honorary members. There is an urgent need for more university programs in Finland. Mark is cooperating with the Green Industry Associations, green sector umbrella. MARK is responsible for and jurying the competitions. Mark is collaborating with their Estonian sister-organization on how to acknowledge the education.

NLA Norske landskapsarkitekters forening - landskapsarkitektur.no
730 members, 270 student members - roughly 75 % of all LA in NLA, and approx. 100 % of the students. Project data base online with 700 projects. The main annual conference (fagdagen) was in Porsgrunn/Skien in 2018; “Byperspektiver”. The winner of NLAs Landscape Award 2018 was Asplan Viak with a project on daywater solutions in Oslo: Deichmans gate and Wilses gate. NLA is hosting the 56th IFLA World Congress 2019 in Oslo: COMMON GROUND, 18 - 20 September. Topics: Sustainable Urban Transformations, Green mobility, Beautiful and healthy cities, Participation and democracy. One goal is to make a Nordic Brekout Session during the congress, that will also be the Nordic congress in 2019. www.ifla2019.com

DL in member of The European Green Cities network, a nonprofit network with offices in Aarhus and Copenhagen. 
- Publishes the magazine LANDSKAB. Digital content on web, 8 per year. Editor Annemarie Lund is retiring in January. All the Nordic countries are represented in the editorial board. Published on web five years after the paper edition. Also publishes a weekly newsletter.
830 ordinary members and 285 student members. Annual report in hard cover, "Kureren". 

FÍLA Félags íslenskra landslagsarkitekta - fila.is
Celebrates 40-year anniversary 2018, founded 24 February 1978. It started with 5 members in 1978, today 84 ordinary members, 11 students. Many moves abroad and are not active in Iceland, this is partly due to the financial crisis. Fíla is assiciated to the Iceland Design Center. With its number of members Fíla represents 10 %. http://www.icelanddesign.is 
Hermann is nominated for the Icelandic Design Award, to be decided this evening, Friday Nov. 2.
Conference of protecting gardens – National Environmental Agency (own committee on competition help, for all the municipalities). Saxholl – a touristprosjekt, won the Rosa Barba-prize 2018, not much attention in Iceland. One of the 5 founding fathers of FILA, Einar E. Sæmundsen have published a beautiful book on Icelandic garden history Að búa til ofurlítinn skemmtigarð ("Creating a little pleasure garden”). FILA has published its first yearbook, in occation of the anniversary. The aim is to be published every two years. The projects presented are from the last ten years.

Possible theme for Breakout session: Smart mobility, smart traffic.
Possible also to apply to Call for Abstracts – within the 4 topics: Sustainable Urban Transformations, Green mobility, Beautiful and healthy cities, Participation and democracy. Deadline is January 10. Early Bird is extended to 31 May. 
Conclusion - we will have a Skypemeeting before September, maybe two. One early, preferably before end of January/early February. Agenda: to discuss the proposals in Attachment 5/Vedlegg 5
NLA invites. Project leader of IFLA 2019 Anita Veiseth will be joining.

9. IFLA WC i Singapore July 2018 – report and discussion. 
A proposal had been made to change the IFLA WC guidelines, but they were turned down. 
The World Congress in Singapore had a deficit of 250 000 singapore dollars. Cananda 2017: The Design summit went bancrupt. - How do we choose the world congresses in the future?  
At the IFLA World Council 2018 Yngvar Hegrenes raised the question of a fixed order of switching between the regions, for the WC. It is a major waste of energy for countries to compete with each other to have the WC/GA. This should not be decided by the GA/WC, but by the ExCo. 
Jeremy: it is also a good idea to have the IFLA world congress every 2 years, will raise the issue in the next ExCo-meeting. 

IFLA Sir Geoffrey Jellicoe Award – report and possible new candidates
No common Nordic candidacy for 2019. It could be on the agenda for the skype-meeting.
- The candidate has to be alive. The award is for life long achievement. The more work is put into the nomination, the more likely the

IFLA council: nomination of nordic candidates
