My own garden does not exist in a physical form yet, only as a mental image. [ do
not know if [ will ever have a garden. But I do know that if I do, I am going to approach
it with the sum of the gardens that have meant something to me throughout my life,
the gardens I have encountered, whether in a physical, sensory manner or in text and
images. | carry with me the memory of my Swedish grandmother’s garden, with its
large kitchen garden, berry bushes, fruit trees and wildlife - hedgehogs, lots of birds
and the neighbour’s cats. Potatoes, dill, lettuces, chives, radishes - everything carried
into the kitchen and put on the dinner table in a steady, inexhaustible flow along with
strawberry cordial and raspberry creme. I recall the family’s first Danish garden as a
typical 1970s experimentarium with a campfire spot, potted herbs and pots for dyeing
wool with plants. The rest of the space was fine shingle, a neglected rose garden and
a generic lawn for playing badminton. During my youth I live in an Italian university
town and start my day with morning coffee on the patio of my rented flat. Every
morning I see the woman across the street, dressed in a kimono, weeding her garden
while the air is still cool. A lush, wonderful terraced garden that pours down the side
of the city wall, with an overgrown pergola and fruit trees. That calm, that ... presence!
Later, I encountered many other gardens, all of which are embedded in me.

This year is extraordinary. The COVID-19-pandemic has turned our focus to our
local setting, and we spent the summer at home - in the gardens, on excursions
in nature, in the cities, in each other’s company. We dedicate this issue to private
gardens in order to celebrate and rejoice in the power and the energy of our grown
environment. The garden engages all our senses. In the garden we encounter structure
and geometry but also dynamic and organic qualities. When we encounter landscape
gardening, we gain new insights into beauty, poetry, mortality, the impact of time and
the human condition.
